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Debbie Locke continues her investigations into mis-mapping using a GPS receiver to record the position of the MEANTIME building.  Over time the technology will report that the building has ‘moved’, recording a multitude of locations due to anomalies in the GPS system which ensure pinpoint accuracy cannot be achieved - system errors due to changes in the orbital characteristics of satellites, atmospheric conditions, and relativistic effects on the on-board clocks due to the high speed at which the satellites are orbiting the earth.

The mapping data was collected and co-ordinates plotted three-dimensionally, allowing the viewer to inhabit the dislocation between technology and sensation.
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Attracted to its 'stupid' properties and playful associations Helen Sturgess works black plasticine onto architectural structures, dislocating surfaces with slivers of uncanny or sublime substance. At MEANTIME, Helen created something akin to a grotto, transforming the upper space into an unfamiliar other-world of silhouettes, giant paper forms, plasticine eruptions and intricate forms where as a viewer you are at once gigantic and miniaturised.
